Sometimes the best thing to do is just get out of the way and let ministry happen.

Besides me, there are three active clergy persons in our congregation. What a joy it has been to see their
gifts emerge and faith bloom. We've been blessed by Rev. Rick Munroe's amazing gift of music as he's led the choir, participat-
ed in Praise Band and performed special numbers. Likewise, Rev. Russ Chamberlain's musical performances, participation in the
Praise Band and Saturday night Coffee House Worship services have lifted our spirits. And we know the great job he is doing as
director of Mercy Meals and More. Recently, Rev. Erica Bertocchi blessed us and our community by directing the play, “Invisible
People”, taking the discussion of homosexuality and the church to the public. Now, she is organizing a gay-straight youth alli-
ance (youth group) and is talking about starting a support group for GLBT adults who have been alienated by churches. But
wait, there's more! Rev. Rick is organizing a GLBT Sunday evening AA group (7:00 PM, starting at the end of July) called,
“Sober and Out”, the first of its kind in the area.

I am frequently asked if the presence of other clergy in our church is a problem for me. It is not unusual for churches to
have issues when there is more than one pastor in the house. But I tell people that I welcome other clergy - we just put them
to work! That's not entirely true because they actually put themselves to work.

I give thanks to God for the faith of all who come here with a passion for serving the Lord, both lay folk and clergy. Awe-
some things happen when we “Let go and let God”, and what that really means is getting out of the way as the Spirit blows in
and then allowing ourselves to be swept along by it.

If I can take credit for anything, it is not being a skilled organizer or an inspirational leader, but that sometimes I have the
sense to get out of the way. My uncle, a retired United Methodist pastor, often says the pastor's job is to work himself out of a
job. I think I'm beginning to understand what he means. It is not my job to be at the center of everything, to be the CEO, but
to evoke, affirm and encourage the faith and gifts of others. And isn't that what Christ calls us all to do?

What an amazing church we have, not because we have all the answers or have it all under control, but because we are al-
lowing God to run the place and are seeking the wisdom and vision of God's Holy Spirit. God only knows what's in store for us
down the road. I guess it's for God to know and for us to find out! It's all good with the God who is good all the time.
